Acta medico-historica Rigensia (AMHR) ir recenzéts akadémisks brivpieejas zurnals, kas veltits p&tijumiem
medicinas un dzivibas zinatpu vésturé un medicinas muzeologija Latvija un Baltijas juras regiona valstis.
Zurnils iznak reizi gada, publicgjot zinatniskus p&tijumus latviesu un anglu valoda, gramatu un mediju recen-
zijas, ka arT apskatus par notikumiem akadémiskaja un muzeju dzivé. Zurnals iznacis no 1957. gada ar sakot-
n&jo nosaukumu 1z istorii meditsiny. Kop§ 1992. gada izdevuma nosaukums ir Acta medico-historica Rigensia.

Acta medico-historica Rigensia (AMHR) is a refereed academic open access journal devoted to research in
history of medicine and life sciences and medical museology in Latvia and Baltic see region countries. Published
once a year, the journal collects original research papers in Latvian and in English, book and media reviews,
as well as reports on relevant academic and museum events. The journal dates back to 1957 and was previously
published under the title Iz istorii meditsiny. In 1992 the journal was renamed to Acta medico-historica Rigensia.

Stradajot pie pétjumiem medicinas vesturg, biezi nacas attapties
biblioteka pie gramatplaukta, kura izkartoti 19 izdevuma Iz istorii meditsiny
(no 1957. gada) un desmit ta pecteca (kop$ 1992. gada) — Acta medico-histo-
rica Rigensia — s€jumi. Jau pirmais rakstu krajums, kur$ iznaca péc profe-
sora Paula Stradina iniciativas, kluva par vienigo medicinas vesturei veltito
rakstu krajumu regiona. No pirma Iz istorii meditsiny lidz vienpadsmi-
tajam Acta medico-historica Rigensia izdevumam lidzas stav&jis un lielako
dalu krajumu komplektgjis un rediggjis akadeémikis Janis Stradins, laika
gaita to izdodot gan Latvijas Zinatnu akadémijas, gan Paula Stradina
Medicinas véstures muzeja, gan Rigas Medicinas institlita un vélak Rigas
Stradina universitates pasparne. Biezi ar noz€lu domaju par to, ka izde-
vumi, kuros ieklauti dazadu valstu parstavju originali p&tijjumi Latvijas un
pasaules medicinas vestur€, Sobrid ir kluvusi par bibliografisku retumu un
tadgjadi nav pieejami un nav zinami pétniekiem un medicinas vestures inte-
resentiem. Miisdienas, pateicoties biblioteéku un arhivu materialu masveida
digitalizacijai, arT v@stures pétijjumus biezak veicam tie$saiste, ne vairs
biblioteku un arhivu sienas. Skita, ka ari miisu vairak neka 60 gadu senajam
medicinas vestures rakstu krajumam pienacis laiks iziet interneta vide.

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From the Editorial Board

Working on the studies in medical history, I frequently found myself
in the library by the bookshelf where 19 volumes of Iz istorii meditsiny
(from 1957) and 10 of its successors — Acta medico-historica Rigensia
(from 1992) — are located.

First published by the initiative of the Professor Pauls Stradins, /z istorii
meditsiny became the only academic journal dedicated to the history of
medicine in the region.

The academician Janis Stradins has compiled and edited the journal
since the first volume of Iz istorii meditsiny up to the eleventh volume of
Acta medico-historica Rigensia, overtime publishing those underneath
Latvian Academy of Sciences, Pauls Stradin$ Museum for History of
Medicine, Riga Medical Institute and later Riga Stradins University (RSU).

It must be admitted that the journal volumes encompassing original
studies in the history of medicine in Latvia and the world by scholars of
various countries have become bibliographical rarities; therefore, they are
frequently inaccessible or unknown to researchers and the interested.

Nowadays, owing to the mass digitalisation of library and archive
materials, studies of history are more frequently performed online rather
than within the walls of a library. This lead to a conclusion that the more
than 60-year-old journal of the history of medicine has reached the stage to
be popularised via the electronic media.

Therefore, in 2017, RSU Institute of the History of Medicine in
collaboration with the colleagues from RSU Department of Information
Technology, RSU Publishing and Printing Department, Latvian National
Library and Pauls Stradin§ Museum for History of Medicine started
the project — digitalisation of previous journal volumes and publishing
them online. Currently, the web link https:/www.rsu.lv/AMHR holds
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all the editions of Acta medico-historica Rigensia, which all have been
assigned digital object identifiers (doi). The further plans provide publica-
tion of Iz istorii meditsiny in the same manner.

Likewise, in 2017, thinking about the possibility of indexing the journal
in academic databases, a new international editorial board was compiled;
policies and technical requirements were reworked; and aims and struc-
ture of the journal were defined. Starting with the eleventh volume Acta
medico-historica Rigensia is a refereed academic open access journal dedi-
cated to studies in the history of medicine and life sciences, and in medical
museology in Latvia and the Baltic Sea region countries. The journal will
be issued once a year; it will encompass scientific studies, book and media
reviews, and reports on relevant events in academic and museum life.
Historically, every edition has consisted of articles in Latvian, Russian,
German and English; however, aiming for the ease of perception of
the journal, Acta medico-historica Rigensia will further on have articles in
English and Latvian only. Since 2018 Acta medico-historica Rigensia has
been indexed in the largest open access journal database DOAJ (Directory
of Open Access Journals), having entered the circulation of academic
journals.
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
